Closed Days

books.Both Ezuriko Branch & Waga Branch 

are closed on national holidays. 

Who can check out a book? 

●Residents in Kitakami or people who 

commute to Kitakami. 

●People who live in Hanamaki City, Oshu 

City,Tono City, Nishi-Waga Town and 

Kanegasaki Town. 

Registration  

To obtain a library card, a person should fill 

out an application form with your 

identification card, such as health insurance 

card, driver’s license, or student ID.  

〇If you do not use your library card for 3 years, 

your registration may be canceled. 



How can I borrow a book? 

Bring the books to be borrowed with your 

library card to the service counter. 

Magazines & Books 

 Up to 5 items for 2 weeks. 

CD/ DVD/ Video/ Cassette 

   Up to 3 items for 2 weeks (these items are 

included in above 5 items) 

The library card can be used at all Kitakami 

City Libraries. (Central, Ezuriko, Waga and 

mobile library) 

You can borrow five items from each library for 

a total of fifteen items. 

〇If you live outside of Kitakami City, we would 

like to confirm your identification card once a 

year. 

〇Please inform us when you lose your library 

card, or when you change your name, address 

or phone number. 

How can I return a book? 

Please return all items to the counter by the 

return date.  When the library is closed, you 

can return books to the Book Return Post which 

is located outside of the library.  However, 

when you return CDs, DVDs, Videos, big 

picture books and books from other libraries, 

you can’t return them to the Book Return Post.  

You should return them inside the library. 

〇You can return books to any libraries. 

(Central, Ezuriko, Waga and mobile library) 

〇We cannot extend rental periods.  Please 

return them within the period.  If the books 

are unreserved, you can borrow them again. 

What if I damage or lose a book? 

When you lose or damage an item, please 

inform the service counter.  Our staff will 

repair the books, so please do not repair them 

using tapes or glue by yourself.  

If we are unable to fix them, you will be 

required to pay.  

How do I reserve books? 

When a book is checked out or there is another 

one in another branch, you will be able to make 

a reservation. 

We request that you fill out the application 

form to reserve them at the counter.  (Up to 5 

items a day)    

〇You may reserve books through the library 

web site or the mobile phone website. 

(Your password will be required in advance.) 

〇If the library does not own the book you want, 

please feel free to ask us.

You can search for items and check the library 

events through your computer or mobile phone.  

After you register your password, you can 

reserve and confirm the item’s availability.
